She did this by becoming the
Female Lord of the Castle and raising the last heir,
Naomasa. Naomasa was the son of Naotora's
former fiancé, Naochika, the 23rd head of the
Clan. When Naomasa was 15 years old, he
became Tokugawa leyasu's page at Hamamatsu
Castle. After that, he had many successes and
became one of the Four Heavenly Kings of the
Tokugawa (accomplished and famous generals).
